However, cuts to school lunches, te reo Māori programmes, attacks on the quality of early 
childhood education and the scrapping of pay equity claims makes it clear this Government 
does not value the work of education professionals nor our children’s learning.

The system is heading in the wrong direction. Educators are struggling and tamariki  
are being left behind.

As educators, whānau and community, we are calling  
on the Government to back our future. This means: 
Tamariki need a teacher aide in every classroom 
Fund a teacher aide in every class in Budget 2026.  

Value educators fairly and ensure their work is secure 
Attract – and retain – the best people to educate our tamariki, by delivering fair pay  
to all educators, making work secure and restoring pay equity.  

Uphold te Tiriti o Waitangi in education 
Protect te reo as a taonga for our tamariki by reinstating funding for te reo Māori  
learning for education professionals.

Defend quality early childhood education
Make early childhood education accessible, affordable,  
culturally appropriate and high quality for all tamariki,  
by retaining 100% qualified teachers and pay parity,  
and by improving teacher: child ratios.
